Dave Durenberger was elected to serve Minnesota in the U.S. Senate after the 
death of Hubert H Humphrey and the appointment of his wife Muriel.  Dave was 
the longest serving Republican Senator from Minnesota in modern times and 
second to Humphrey in length of service.  Dave served as chair of the Senate Se-
lect Committee on Intelligence and as author of much of the environmental legis-
lation and the gender and disability rights legislation 
during his service with Presidents Carter, Reagan, 
Bush 41, and Clinton.  Much of the rest of his legisla-
tive career is covered in the book he wrote with Lori 
Sturdevant in 2018 "When Republicans Were Pro-
gressive." Lori Sturdevant, an editorial writer and 
columnist for the Star Tribune, has written several 
books on Minnesota history.
